To our Chinese students, this experience is an absolutely new attempt. I can feel their progress,
from a shy Chinese to an active participant, sharing ideas with German students, sharing culture
of the two countries and developing friendship between each other. They have become an active
participant though they still have communication problems and still can’t understand some points
in the class.
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As a Chinese teacher here, I was so stirred up by the academy that sometimes I look forward to
joining in their circle. My strong desire now is that I should pass my experiences and feeling to
my colleges and students who will have the opportunity to come here. I should tell them this is a
place full of mysteries and they need to make good preparations for that. They need to prepare
themselves with the idea of participating in the academy as a master with open heart, no need
to worry about the language barrier. For the students you need to have a general understanding
what you’ll study here, through the materials offered by the teacher. Another interesting and
important activity here is the KüA time, which impresses me so much. So I have the strong
desire to tell my students to prepare something for it because it’s really a good time to enjoy
ourselves and exchange culture. Chinese should contribute something.

At the same time, I want to say ”‘Thank You”’ with all my heart to my homestays. We had a
nice time in Ragna’s and Julia’s home. I still miss the barbecue and the interesting conversation
in the garden. If possible, I hope I can treat you in Hangzhou’s way.

To my great joy and surprise, I noticed that some people around me have the desire to know
more about China. So let’s take the Science Academy as a bridge of getting to know each other,
enhancing communication and improving friendship between us. I just want to say again:

”Adelsheim, we’ll come back.”
